1. English – Write a recount of your Christmas or New Years. 

Remember we always write recount in the past tense and we tell the reader about something that happened to us. We use lots of adjectives (describing words) and we write in our cursive handwriting, making sure we include a title and a date (perfect presenation).

Use page 2 to remind yourself of recount writing. Here are some prompts that you could include in your writing to help you:
-How did you spend Christmas/New Years? 

-Who did you spend it with?

-What made this Christmas/New Year’s special or different?

2. Maths– On page3 is a fractions worksheet, it is revision of what we covered before Christmas. We will look at equivalent fractions, fractions that look different but have the same value. They have different numerators (number on top) and denominators (number on bottom), but their values are the same. For example, fraction ½ is equivalent to to 3/6 and 6/12. The highest common factor is a number which you can divide into the numerator and the denominator. Try your best to answer each of these maths questions.
3. SPHE: Let’s make New Year’s resolution. Use page 4 to think of doing something good or stop doing something bad.
4. PE/ Science –Get outdoors on a walk or run for at least 30 minutes. What signs of winter do you see?
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What is a recount?

Recounts describe experiences by telling, or writing about a series of events that occurred

in order of how and when they occurred. Recounts can be personal, factual o imaginary

They can be written in many different ways, such as letters, articles, journal entries and
even poems.

What is the structure of a recount?

Title

This gives the reader an idea of what the text will be about. The title should be written
to grab the reader’s attention.

Opening Paragraph
The opening paragraph acts as an introduction. It should:
«provide a setting and a background for the reader;
+include who, what, when, where and why.

This information sets up the recount.

Body of Paragraphs
The body of paragraphs is a series of paragraphs about the events that you are
describing. These events are written in chronological order. Remember to:

+include descriptive language like verbs, adverbs, nouns and adjectives to describe
your events in more detail;

-use personal comments or opinions about the events;
~use time sequence words and phrases to link events to when they occurred;

“write in the past tense.

Conclusion

The conclusion simply sums up your text and gives some concluding comments about
the events.

+You could include how you felt and what you thought about what happened in your
text.
