Policy on Arrivals and Dismissals

· The school day starts at 8.20am.  The staff are not responsible for any child before this time.

· In the event where a child is late in entering school they must be accompanied by a parent/guardian and handed over to the class teacher on arrival.

· For safety and insurance reasons no parents are allowed drive into the school car park when dropping off or picking up their child.

· Children must be accompanied to school at all times.  When the bell sounds for the beginning of classes at 8.20am the class teacher will collect the children from their line in the yard and will escort them to their class.  No child is allowed enter the school gates alone.

· The school day ends for junior and senior infants at 1pm.  For first class the school day ends at 2pm.

· Each child must be collected by parent/guardian at this time and accompanied off the school premises.  The school cannot accept responsibility for a pupil after this time.  In the event of a parent/ guardian being late they must inform the school as soon as possible and arrangements must be made for their child’s collection.

· If a child has to be collected earlier than this on any school day the teacher must be notified in writing.

· If a child is to be collected by someone other than a parent/guardian the class teacher must be informed in writing.
